A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF MAYOR AND SELECTMEN OF THE CITY OF WEST POINT, MISSISSIPPI, MAKING CERTAIN FINDINGS, ACCEPTING THE DEDICATION OF RIGHT-OF-WAY, AND ORDERING THE EMERGENCY REPAIR AND CONSTRUCTION OF IMPROVEMENTS FOR HARRISON STREET

WHEREAS, there exists a gravel road located within the corporate limits of the City of West Point, intersecting with and running approximately 875 feet north from Dunlap Road, which is generally referred to as Harrison Street; and,

WHEREAS, said gravel road has been used for ingress and egress by adjoining property owners and the general public for a period of time in excess of seventy five (75) years; and,

WHEREAS, a diligent search of the property tax records of the City of West Point and Clay County, Mississippi shows that no property owner has claimed ownership of said gravel road and the associated right-of-way, and had paid no property tax on said real property for a period of more than seventy five (75) years; and,

WHEREAS, a diligent search of the land records of the Chancery Clerk of Clay County, Mississippi, shows that the John H. Cox Subdivision is of record in the Clay County Plat Book No. 1, page 19, and said John H. Cox Subdivision designates a right-of-way for an unnamed street in the approximate location of the aforesaid gravel road which is generally referred to as Harrison Street; and,

WHEREAS, the residents and property owners adjoining said gravel road have petitioned the Board of Mayor and Selectmen in writing to declare said gravel road a public way, and to accept the dedication of the right-of-way encompassed by said gravel road and the associated drainage area, pipes, and related appurtenances as an official street right-of-way of the City of West Point, Mississippi; and,

WHEREAS, the condition of said gravel road is so deteriorated as to severely restrict the ingress and egress of emergency services and basic life services for the residents of the area, and as such poses an imminent and immediate threat to the health and safety of citizens of the area and the public in general.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Mayor and Selectmen of the City of West Point, Mississippi the following, to wit:

Section 1.  Findings.  The Board of Mayor and Selectmen of the City of West Point, Mississippi finds and determines as follows:

1. That certain gravel road located within the corporate limits of the City of West Point, intersecting with and running approximately 875 feet north from Dunlap Road, which is generally referred to as Harrison Street, has been considered and used as a public way for a period of approximately seventy 75 years, and as such, any and all claims to private ownership of the right-of-way of said gravel road have been abandoned.

2. All property owners adjoining said gravel road have petitioned the Board of Mayor and Selectmen in writing, vacating any claim to private ownership of the adjacent gravel road, and petitioning the Board to accept the ownership dedication of the right-of-way for the purpose of constructing and maintaining a City street.

3. That certain plat entitled the John H. Cox Subdivision, which is of record in Plat Book No. 1, Page 19, of the records of the office of the Chancery Clerk of Clay County, Mississippi, designates a forty foot (40=) street right-of-way, and the aforesaid gravel road is constructed and currently exists on and along the said  designated forty foot (40=) right-of-way shown on the plat.

4. The current condition of said gravel road is so deteriorated as to severely restrict the ingress and egress of emergency services and basic life-services for the residents of the area, posing an imminent and immediate threat to the health and safety of citizens of the area and the public in general, and as such, emergency action is needed to repair and construct the existing gravel road for the purpose of providing ingress and egress to the area and to correct serious drainage and public utilities deficiencies.

Section 2.  Acceptance of Dedicated Right-of-Way.  The Board of Mayor and Selectmen hereby accepts the dedication of the street rights-of-way designated on that certain plat of the John H. Cox Subdivision which is of record in Plat Book No. 1, Page 19, of the records of the office of the Chancery Clerk of Clay County, Mississippi.

Section 3. Street Named.  That certain forty foot (40=) street right-of-way designated on the plat of the aforesaid John H. Cox Subdivision running north along the west side of lots 55 through 82 is hereby named Harrison Street.

Section 4.  Improvements Authorized and Ordered.   Recognizing the imminent threat to the health and safety of the residents of Harrison Street and the general public, the Board of Mayor and Selectmen hereby declares that an emergency exists, and as such, the Chief Administrative Officer and the Director of Public Works of the City of West Point are hereby authorized and ordered to repair, construct, and reconstruct the roadway surfaces, storm-water drainage facilities, and related appurtenances along and under the right-of-way of Harrison Street in an expeditious manner.  To effectuate the purposes of this order, the said Chief Administrative Officer and the Director of Public Works is hereby authorized to purchase, on an emergency basis, such labor, materials, and equipment as may be required to accomplish the work encompassed by this resolution, including but not limited to, granular material, hot and cold mix, drainage pipes, concrete, contract labor and equipment, and related street construction and storm-water drainage appurtenances.

Section 5.  Street Lighting and Other Services.  The Board of Mayor and Selectmen further authorize and order that standard area street lighting be installed and perpetually maintained along Harrison Street, and that all other municipal level public services, including but not limited to, garbage collection, trash collection, fire and police services, mail and parcel delivery services, and all emergency services be hereafter provided along and to Harrison Street in the same manner as with other dedicated public ways of the City of West Point, Mississippi. 

THE ABOVE AND FOREGOING RESOLUTION was previously reduced to writing, proposed and introduced for the consideration of the Board of Mayor and Selectmen of the City of West Point, Mississippi, by Selectman Linda Hannah and seconded by Selectman John Cummings and was voted upon section by section and upon the resolution as a whole and was unanimously adopted on this the 6th day of April, 2005, by the Board of Mayor and Selectmen in lawful session assembled.
